BACKGROUND

Federation Internationale de Football Association (FIFA) is the governing body for
international soccer. FIFA World Cup is the world's largest sports event with a global
cumulative television audience of over 26 billion people. The tournament is a 30 day
event consisting of 64 soccer matches with 32 national teams held in June and/or July
every four years. FIFA is currently seeking host countries for the 2018 and 2022 World
Cup events.

The World Cup was held in the United States for the first time in 1994, resulting in a $4
billion economic impact. The American audience and international travelers responded
positively to the games accounting for 3.6 million spectators, representing ticket sales of
96% of the capacity for all U.S. host stadiums. In 1994, Dallas was one of nine host
cities for the games. The Cotton Bowl Stadium hosted six matches, including a quarter
final match between The Netherlands and Brazil. Considered an esteemed choice by
FIFA, the International Broadcast Center (IBC) for all of the 1994 World Cup Games
was awarded to and held at Fair Park, creating a considerable positive economic impact
for Dallas. The IBC successfully operated for six months and hosted over 10,000
worldwide television broadcast representatives.



BACKGROUND (continued)

The USA Bid Committee (USABC) is submitting a bid to FIFA to host the games in the
United States in 2018 and 2022. The USABC solicited interested U.S. cities to host the
matches. The City of Dallas, through the Dallas Convention and Visitors Bureau
(DCVB), submitted a proposal indicating the City's interest in being considered as one
of the 10 to 14 Host Cities in the bid to hold the games in the United States. Of the 59
cities submitting initial proposals, the City of Dallas has been selected as one of the 27
cities still being considered by the USABC. For the City of Dallas to be considered in
the next evaluation phase, the USABC is requiring executed FIFA-specified Host City
and Stadium Agreements by November 30, 2009.

The economic impact of hosting the World Cup is compelling. The Economic Research
Associates' study completed in 2009 for the 2018 World Cup games indicates that a
Host City is projected to attract $300 - $500 million, and will create 5,000 - 8,000 jobs
for a period of two to eight months.

The City of Dallas has been evaluating this opportunity, through the DCVB proposal
submission, and through attendance at a host city workshop provided by the USABC. A
Bid Committee is being organized, with James P. Graham appointed by Mayor Leppert
to lead the committee. Mr. Graham was the chair of the Bid Committee and subsequent
Host Committee when the World Cup was awarded to Dallas in 1994. The USABC has
indicated that the Dallas Metroplex is an attractive submission due to the location of
both the Cotton Bowl Stadium and Cowboys Stadium and the supporting venues offered
at Fair Park. While both stadiums are under evaluation, the City of Dallas would serve
as the Host City in the event of either, or both stadiums being chosen to host matches.

The FIFA-specified Host City Agreement outlines the expectations that the Host City will
provide or produce, at its own expense, with no caps or exceptions. The Host City will
provide the infrastructure to support the games including facilities for the media center,
operations center, training sites for the teams and the stadiums to host the games. The
Host City will also plan for outdoor advertising and media, banners and decorations
supporting the games, traffic management, public transportation, crowd management,
safety, security and fire protection. The Host City will also produce the FIFA Fan Fest, a
spectator event held in the host city for 30 days, during the run of the tournament.

The Host City is also expected to enter into a Stadium Agreement identifying
expectations that the stadium owner will provide, at its own expense, with no caps or
exceptions. The stadium owner will provide any modifications to the stadium as
determined by FIFA, two giant video screens, 5 - 8% of the seating in hospitality boxes,
two independent power supplies and parking for up to 12,000 cars and 4,600 buses.
The stadium name will be changed to World Cup Stadium for the duration of the event
and the venue must be free of advertising and not encumbered by third party
concession agreements. The stadium owner will also commit to no other events at the
stadium for two months prior to the first match and will provide general liability
insurance.

BACKGROUND (continued)

The terms of both the FIFA-specified Host City and Stadium Agreements stipulated that
FIFA, the media and all affiliates be indemnified and that the Host City accepts all
liabilities. The agreement will be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the
laws of Switzerland, and binding arbitration is held in Zurich, waiving all governmental
immunities. The contracts will commence on the date of execution and expire on
September 30th of the year of the games.

The agreements, as currently presented require modifications that will add flexibility for
the City of Dallas and will stipulate that all provisions are subject to further agreement
among the parties, applicable law and future appropriations by the City Council. The
City of Dallas will seek to enter into negotiations for any additional contracts required,
following the notification that the U.S. has been chosen as the Host Country and Dallas
as a Host City. The subsequent contracts will be negotiated to cap the City's costs for
infrastructure improvements and other expenses associated with hosting the World
Cup. The City will also seek various funding options for producing and hosting the
games including funds from the State of Texas Major Event Trust Fund, partnerships
with the Dallas Host Committee, partnerships with the USABC and/or other U.S. Host
Cities to offset the costs or liabilities for hosting the games, certificates of obligation
and/or general obligation bonds.

The economic benefit to the Host City is considerable. Hosting the matches will bring
spectators to the City who are estimated to spend approximately $46 million per game
resulting in $184 and $276 million for four to six games. Additionally, the Host City
holds the FIFA Fan Fest for all 30 days of the tournament attracting millions of fans.
The Fan Fest is the FIFA-endorsed spectator event which broadcasts every game and
surrounds the visitors in the World Cup experience. During the 2006 World Cup in
Germany, 50,000 fans visited each city's Fan Fest every day. The additional economic
attraction of the event is the potential to host the International Broadcast Center (IBC).
When Fair Park hosted the IBC in 1994, the economic impact was calculated at $26
million. The economic benefit of the IBC in 2018 or 2022 is between $60 and $65
million.

WHEREAS, Federation Internationale de Football Association (FIFA) is the governing
body for international soccer and hosts the World Cup, the world's largest sporting event
with a global cumulative television audience of over 26 billion; and

WHEREAS, the USA Bid Committee (USABC) is submitting a bid to FIFA to host the
games in the United States in 2018 and 2022 and has invited Dallas to participate in the
Host City selection process; and

WHEREAS, the 1994 World Cup held in the USA reported $4 billion in economic impact
and still holds the record for total number of spectators at 3.6 million, representing 96%
stadium capacity; and

WHEREAS, Dallas served as a Host City for the 1994 World Cup and Fair Park was the
site for six matches in the Cotton Bowl Stadium, the International Broadcast Center,
Media Center and Operations Center; and

WHEREAS, an economic impact study conducted by Economic Research Associates
completed in 2009 for the 2018 World Cup games projects $300 - $500 million
generated from serving as a Host City, with 5,000 - 8,000 jobs created; and

WHEREAS, Mayor Tom Leppert has appointed James P. Graham to chair the Dallas
Host City Bid Committee. Now, Therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DALLAS:

SECTION 1. That the City Manager is authorized to establish a Host City Bid
Committee.

SECTION 2.That the City Manager is authorized, subject to approval by the City
Attorney's Office as to form, to enter into Host City Agreement and Stadium Agreement
in connection with the USA Bid Committee proposal to host the 2018 or 2022 FIFA
World Cup games, modified to provide that such agreements are subject to further
agreement among the parties, applicable law, future appropriations and with such
modifications as the City Manager deems appropriate.

SECTION 3.That this resolution shall take effect immediately from and after its
passage in accordance with the provisions of the Charter of the City of Dallas and it is
accordingly so resolved.
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
