Cutter Aviation (SIC 4581)

Cutter Aviation is a large Fixed-Base Operator (FBO) at Dallas Executive Airport, offering
new aircraft sales, fueling services, pilot supplies, and minor aircraft service. Cutter Aviation
has a fuel farm located near the intersection of Mariner Drive and Apollo Drive. The fuel
farm consists of two aboveground storage tanks (ASTs), each with a 14,000-gallon capacity,
containing Jet-A and Avgas aircraft fuel. The fuel farm is curbed to provide secondary
containment up to 14,000 gallons.

In addition, two fuel trucks (one 3,000 gallon Jet-A, one 1,500 gallon AvGas) are in service.
Spill kits are located on the trucks, and a spill cart is maintained in the hangar. All aircraft
washing is done inside the hangar, where four drains direct all wash wastewater to the
sanitary sewer system via an oil/water separator. Some aircrafts are parked outside the
hangar, uncovered, and a covered vehicle parking area is provided.

This facility does not perform any deicing activities.
