Land Bank with any other property owned by the developer located in a planned
development incorporating the property originally purchased from the Land Bank or
another location owned by the developer as approved by the Land Bank with
agreement to construct an affordable house; NOW THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DALLAS:

SECTION 1. That the amendment to the Program Statement for the Dallas Urban Land
Bank Demonstration Program, as shown on Exhibit “A”, which aligns the Program
Statement with 2009 state statute changes including permitting the sale of
non-developable property to eligible adjacent property owners, permitting the sale of
two adjacent properties to a developer if at least one of the properties is developable
and permitting a developer to exchange a property purchased from the Land Bank with
any other property owned by the developer located in a planned development
incorporating the property originally purchased from the Land Bank or another location
owned by the developer as approved by the Land Bank with agreement to construct an
affordable house is approved.
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SECTION 2. That this resolution shall take effect immediately from and after its
passage in accordance with the provisions of the Charter of the City of Dallas, and it is
accordingly so resolved.
