Briefing meetings are held the first and third Wednesdays of
each month. Council agenda (voting) meetings are held on the
seco~d and fourth Wednesdays. Anyone wishing to speak at a

(214) 670-3738 before 9:00 a.m. on the meeting date. Citizens
c~n !'nd out t~e name of their representative and their voting
district by calling the City Secretary's Office.

City Council meetings bring together citizens of many varied
interes!sand ideas. To insure fairness and orderly meetings, the
Council has adopted rules of courtesy which apply to all
members of the Council, administrative staff, news media
citizens and visitors. These procedures provide: '

That no one shall delay or interrupt the proceedings, or
refuse to obey the orders of the presiding officer.

AI~ p~rsons shouldrefrain from private conversation, eating,
drinkinq and smoking while in the Council Chamber.

Posters or placards must remain outside the Council
Chamber.

No cellular phones or audible beepers allowed in Council
Chamber while City Council is in session.

"Citizens and other visitors attending City Council meetings shall
obs~rve the same rules of propriety, decorum and good conduct
applicable to members of the City Council. Any person making
personal, impertinent, profane or slanderous remarks or who
becomes boisterous while addressing the City Councilor while
attending the City Council meeting shall be removed from the
room if the sergeant-at-arms is so directed by the presiding
officer, and the person shall be barred from further audience
before the City Council during that session of the City Council.
If the presidingofficer fails to act, any member of the City Council
may move to require enforcement of the rules, and the
affir~~tive vote of a m~jority of the City Council shall require the
presiding officer to act. Section 3.3(c) of the City Council Rules
of Procedure.

BACKGROUND

This item will amend Subsection 9.1 of the City Council Rules of Procedure to revise 
and establish standing committees of the City Council as follows: the Economic 
Development Committee; the Finance, Audit, and Accountability Committee; the Quality 
of Life and Government Services Committee; the Trinity River Corridor Project 
Committee; the Public Safety Committee; the Transportation and Environment 
Committee; and the Housing Committee.   The City Manager's Office will be placing an 
item for City Council consideration on the September 26, 2007 Council Addendum to 
amend the 2007 City Calendar to reflect committee name changes and to include 
meeting schedules of the Housing Committee and Trinity River Corridor Project 
Committee.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DALLAS: 

 

Section 1. That Paragraph (a) of Subsection 9.1, “Committees Established,” of 
Section 9, “City Council Committees,” of the City Council Rules of Procedure, as 
amended, is amended to read as follows: 
 
 “(a) The following standing committees of the city council are established: 
 
  (1) Economic development [and housing] committee.[;] 
 
  (2) Finance, audit, and accountability committee.[;] 
 
  (3) Quality of life and government services committee.[;] 
 
  (4) Trinity River Corridor project committee. [(which will expire August 
1, 2009);] 
 
  (5) Public safety committee.[; and] 
 
  (6) Transportation and environment committee. 
 
  (7) Housing committee.” 
 

Section 2.  That the City Council Rules of Procedure, as amended, will remain in full 
force and effect, save and except as amended by this resolution. 
  

Section 3.  That this resolution will take effect immediately from and after its passage in 
accordance with the provisions of the Charter of the City of Dallas, and it is accordingly 
so resolved.
