JANUARY 9—22, 2019

In January 2019, the City of Dallas will host its 37th annual celebration of the legacy of Dr. Martin Lu-
ther King with a week's worth of events highlighting issues of diversity, equity and inclusion. The
week will include community service, educational events, a job fair, and a youth summit, and will
be kicked off with a Wreath-Laying Ceremony at City Hall. MLK Week will also feature the annual
Martin Luther King Awards Gala, with keynote speaker Dr. Michael Eric Dyson, and the annual po-
rade down MLK Blvd.

The Martin Luther King, Jr. Community was opened in 1967 and is a part of the City of Dallas Office
of Community Care. Located in the South Dallas/Fair Park area, the Center serves as a hub of com-
munity programming and activity and strives to connect residents to critical education, financial
empowerment and health and wellness programming and services. The Center is home to numer-
ous social service programs, such as housing and rental assistance, jobs skills fraining and employ-
ment support, client navigation and referral services, and more. Additionally, the Center houses nu-
merous nonprofit and social services agencies as tenants, each of which providing valuable com-
munity services. Together, the Center’s programming and tenants offer a comprehensive package
of services for community members.
