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[1] Primary pedestrian path should be designed as a highly visible, well lit and inviting
passageway with generous space for the pedestrian -

The passageway should be treated so that the passing pedestrian feels that they are
intended to cross here. Critical considerations are incorporating materials that visually tie
the sidewalk, passageway, and Pegasus Plaza together. The passage should appear and
function as a public space.

[2] Pedestrian passageway should set up a visual connection to Pegasus Plaza and serve
as a plaza entrance -

Careful consideration should be made in framing the view created by the passageway to
invite pedestrians to utilize the public space to access Pegasus Plaza.

[3] Careful attention should be given to the treatment of the event space enclosure so
that it does not serve to disconnect the passageway from the hotel or become a
physical barrier in the landscape -

The desire for privacy should be balanced with the creating an inviting and safe
pedestrian connection.
