· Staff reviewed the Single Family/Duplex Development-Tree Division Options including: the Current Staff Proposal, Option 1 and Option 2.
· Committee members followed with questions: including enforcement of time limit in option #1 and whether option #1 would encourage empty housing to sit for a year.
· The Director discussed the current two acre exemption; expressed concerns about creating the expectation of enforcement; and staging issues with the development of single family sites.
· Committee members followed with additional concerns including: how enforcement issues should not stop the creation of rules; how a paradigm shift would be necessary with respect to single family homeowners; property rights lawsuits; how the current staff proposal is similar to what occurs today; and how a “neighborhood forest overlay” may not be a realistic option due to  neighborhood divisiveness.
