· 8” cal. or more 

· Eastern Red Cedar  8” or greater (per Class 1 - primary natural area)

· Eastern Red Cedar  8” or greater (per Class 3)

· Mesquite  8” or greater (per Class 1 - primary natural area)

· Mesquite  8” or greater (per Class 3)

· Replacement tree  (any size)

Unprotected

· Tree of Heaven

· Chinaberry

· Chinese Tallow

· Callery pear (all cultivars)

· Palm (never protected)

· Invasives (never protected) 

Quantity

Total caliper inches of replacement trees must equal or exceed total classified diameter inches of protected trees removed.

· Historic       3:1      (Deed restricted)

· Significant  1.5:1    (Size)

· Class 1        1:1      (Primary natural areas)

· Class 2        .7:1      (Urban environment benefits)

· Class 3        .4:1      (Condition and growth habits)

Modifications: 

· All of the following trees will be added to the list of significant trees if they are over 24 inches in diameter: Eastern red cedar, walnut, persimmon, green ash, and white ash.

· Hackberry and sugarberry will remain in Class 3
· Eastern red cedar, walnut, persimmon, green ash, and white ash will be removed from Class 3 and automatically become Class 2.
