The Dallas City Council regularly meets on Wednesdays
beginning at 9:00 a.m. in the Council Chambers, 6th floor, City
Hall, 1500 Marilla. Council agenda meetings are broadcast live
~ on WRR-FM radio (101.1 FM) and on AT&T CityCable Channel
6B. Briefing meetings are held the first and third Wednesdays of
each month. Council agenda (voting) meetings are held on the
second and fourth Wednesdays. Anyone wishing to speak ata
meeting should sign up with the City Secretary’s Office by calling
(214) 670-3738 before 9:00 a.m. on the meeting date. Citizens
can find out the name of their representative and their voting
district by calling the City Secretary’s Office.

Sign interpreters are available upon request with a 48-hour
advance notice by calling (214) 670-5208 V/TDD. The City of
Dallas is committed to compliance with the Americans with
Disabilities Act. The Council agenda is available in alternative
formats upon request.

To insure fairness and orderly meetings, the
Council has adopted rules of courtesy which apply to all
members of the Council, administrative staff, news media,
citizens and visitors.

« That no one shall delay or interrupt the proceedings, or
refuse to obey the orders of the presiding officer.

«  All persons shouldrefrain from private conversation, eating,
drinking and smoking while in the Council Chamber.

= Posters or placards must remain outside the Council
Chamber.

+ No cellular phones or audible beepers allowed in Council
Chamber while City Council is in session.

“Citizens and other visitors attending City Council meetings shall
observe the same rules of propriety, decorum and good conduct
applicable to members of the City Council. Any person making
personal, impertinent, profane or slanderous remarks or who
becomes boisterous while addressing the City Council or while
attending the City Council meeting shall be removed from the
room if the sergeant-at-arms is so directed by the presiding
officer, and the person shall be barred from further audience
before the City Council during that session of the City Council.
If the presiding officer fails to act, any member of the City Council
may move fo require enforcement of the rules, and the
affirmative vote of a majority of the City Council shall require the
presiding officer to act.” Section 3.3(c) of the City Council Rules
of Procedure.

BACKGROUND

The City Manager's recommended FY 2008-09 budget includes a tax rate of
74.79¢/$100. To set a property tax rate above the effective rate of 71.88¢/$100, which
is the lower of the effective and rollback tax rates, State law requires the following:

Specify a proposed desired rate; take record vote and schedule two special public

hearings;

Publish "notice of public hearings on tax increase" (quarter-page notice) at least
seven days before public hearing (September 3, 2008);

Minimum 72-hour notice for public hearing;

Hold two special public hearings, schedule and announce meeting to adopt tax rate
3-14 days from this date (September 10, 2008 and September 15, 2008);

Publish "notice of vote on tax rate" (quarter-page notice) prior to meeting to adopt
tax rate (September 17, 2008);

Minimum 72-hour notice for meeting at which Council will adopt tax rate;

Meeting to adopt tax rate (September 24, 2008)

WHEREAS, the City Manager's proposed FY 2008-09 Budget includes a 74.79¢/$100
tax rate; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 26 of the Texas Property Tax Code requires the publication of two
notices and holding two public hearings be considered should a tax rate above the lower
of the effective or rollback rate; and

WHEREAS, the City's FY 2008-09 effective rate is calculated to be 71.88¢/$100; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to reserve the option to exceed the calculated
effective rate of 71.88¢/$100; and

WHEREAS, the City Council is committed to providing the citizens with the opportunity
to speak on the City's FY 2008-09 tax rate;

NOW, THEREFORE,
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DALLAS:

Section 1. That the City Council will consider adoption of a 74.79¢/$100 valuation
property tax rate, or such other rate as may be proposed by Council for FY 2008-09.

Section 2. That public hearings on the City's FY 2008-09 proposed tax rate be held on
September 10, 2008 at 1:00 p.m. and September 15, 2008 at 9:00 a.m. at Dallas City
Hall.

Section 3. That this resolution shall take effect immediately from and after its passage
in accordance with the provisions of the Charter of the City of Dallas, and it is
accordingly so resolved.
