The following items do not meet the M/\WBE goal but comply with the BID Policy:

Agenda Item No. 35 Authorizes (1) a three-year master agreement for various types of
herbicides and pesticides for multiple City departments, (2) a three-year master
agreement for various types of herbicides and pesticides for multiple City departments
This item is being awarded to 9 vendors. These chemicals are delivered directly from

the manufacturer leaving no opportunity for M/WBE participation.

Agenda Item No. 37 Authorizes a three-year master agreement for tapping machines,
water meter security locks, and parts for the Water Utilities Department. These machines
and parts are delivered directly from the manufacturer leaving no opportunity for M/WBE
participation.
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Agenda Item No. 50 Authorize an increase in the construction services contract with
Archer Western Construction, LLC for emergency work associated with the repair of a
72-inch diameter water main near the Trinity River. The BID Policy does not apply to
emergency work and the overall M/WBE participation on this contract is 25.45% on a
25.00% M/WBE goal.

Local Businesses

The table below provides the count of businesses by location for prime contractors and
M/WBE subcontractors. There are a total of 34 prime contractors considered in this
agenda. Four agenda items have more than one prime contractor. The local status for
each prime contractor and the percentage of local workforce is also included in the
agenda information sheet.
